To consolidate our topic ‘Polar Adventures, Deer class will be going on a trip to Carymoor Environmental Trust 

on Friday 6th February for a ‘Animal Superhero’ day! 

 

The children will get the opportunity to go on an action-packed discovery walk through the nature reserve, 

with fun activities linked to the creatures that live there and their ‘superpowers’, including: A dung beetle 

‘dung ball’ rolling obstacle course; badger’s buffet game; and making some crazy camouflaged creatures! 

We will leave school on the coach at 9.00am promptly and will return by the end of the school day. Please 

ensure that you arrive as close to 8.40am (not before) as possible so we can get organised and leave swiftly. 

 

The children will wear school uniform but it is recommended that they wear long trousers where possible as 

there is a chance of picking up ticks. Children will need to wear their school shoes and bring wellies in a named 

carrier bag. Please ensure that pupils dress for the weather conditions expected on the day (e.g. warm or 

water-proof clothing and sturdy shoes).  

 

The kitchen will make a packed lunch with a choice of Cheese, Tuna or Ham sandwich for each pupil so please 

bring a small rucksack for it to go in.  They will need a snack and water bottle in addition to a packed lunch, no 

fizzy drinks or glass bottles please (Please book a main meal on MCAS but I will ask the children for their choice 

of sandwich).   If you will be providing a home packed lunch, please let me know.  

 

In order to ensure the safety of the children each class will need additional helpers.  If you are able to help, 

please speak to your child’s class teacher.  Please note that you will need to have DBS clearance.  

The cost of the trip will be £19.49 which is payable via MCAS by the 23rd January.  If your child is Pupil 

Premium or you have difficulty with payment please speak to us.
